Breakdown Steps

1. Turn the chair on its back to reveal the
tabs on the frame and screws. Start
by using a 1/8 allen key to remove
the 10-24 flat head screws in the seat
wood (green). This will allow you to re-
move the seat pad. Leave the 1,/4-20
button head screws in place for now.
(red) (figure A1).

2. Set the chair back on its feet. With the
seat pad removed, grip the underside
of the back pad and pull upwards
to slide it out of the clips holding it in
place. This may require two people.
Using the 1/8" allen key remove the
two 10-24 screws (red) holding the
back wood to the frame. (figure B1)

3. Finally, turn the chair on its back to
remove the 4, 1/4-20 button head
screws from the metal tabs of the frame
(red). This will free the frame from the
wood contruction of the chair.
